ARTICLE 1. DECLARATION OF RIGHTS. SECTION 16.  Rights of accused and of victims.-- (a)  In all criminal prosecutions the accused shall, upon demand, be informed of the nature and cause of the accusation, and shall be furnished a copy of the charges, and shall have the right to have compulsory process for witnesses, to confront at trial adverse witnesses, to be heard in person, by counsel or both, and to have a speedy and public trial by impartial jury in the county where the crime was committed. 

CIVIL CASES

ARTICLE 1. DECLARATION OF RIGHTS. SECTION 22.  Trial by jury.--The right of trial by jury shall be secure to all and remain inviolate. The qualifications and the number of jurors, not fewer than six, shall be fixed by law.
